Context 1: Sustainable Britain, the built
environment

transformed to make them greener and more energy efficient over the
coming years.

Context 2: 4 key drivers

The Federation of Master Builders (the largest trade association in the UK
building industry) believes there are four key drivers to bring about a low
carbon built environment:

The need to minimise waste across the industry

The need to reduce carbon emissions from housing and other buildings through
Innovation in materials and process

The need to create sustainable communities and a sustainable work force
The need to give specific and practical advice to real design and site activity.

The FMB is determined that the building industry should be a lead player in the
move towards a low carbon built environment. They aim to achieve this by
outlining policy recommendations to government and opinion formers to enable
builders to play a full and constructive role in building the new greener, more
energy efficient Britain.

Context 4: Green tourism

The Rio+20 United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development emphasised that
well-designed and welinanaged tourism can make a significant contribution to the
economic, social and environmental dimensions of sustainable development.

Initiatives such as the Hotel Energy Solutions toolkit developed by the UN World Tourism
Organisation and the UN Environment Programme demonstrate how by deploying clean
energy solutions can cut energy consumption and carbon emissions in some regions by uy
to 40%

Visit England says that sustainability isn't about doing business differently, it
IS about doing business better.

Sustainability, it argues, saves money, reduces business risk, increases profitability and
allows the country to appeal to an increasing market of environmentally conscious
customers
